ready for issue and use 

 Identify and replace all wearing parts of the apparatus 

 Recognise those parts of the BA set that are not repairable on-

site and will need to be returned to the supplier 

 Advise operators/users on daily care and maintenance 

including pre-use integrity checks 

 Advise users on post use procedures for care and 

replenishment 

 Maintain adequate stocks of spare parts in line with predicted 

needs

equipment, Identification of parts and their function, Pneumatic 

Testing, Cylinder valve assemblies, Pressure reducer, Whistle 

and gauge assemblies, Demand valve, Facemask, Harness and
